
Treynor Optimist Club Flag Project 
The Treynor Optimist Club wishes to offer the service of placing an American Flag on your premises for 

each of the major flag holidays during the summer, including Treynor Days.  We are using this as a 

fundraiser for scholarships for Treynor High School graduates and appreciate your response. 
 

The holidays for this project include: 

Memorial Day   - May 30 

Flag Day    - June 14 

Treynor Days   - June 25-26 

Independence Day  - July 4 

Labor Day    - Sept 5 

Patriot Day   - Sept. 11 

Columbus Day   - Oct 10 
 

The installation for the flag includes the placement of a small footing into your lawn.  This footing is not 

visible above the grass, and will not interfere with lawn mowing.  Also, an identifying mark will be 

placed on your curb so that we can find the footing.  The flag will be a 3’ x 5’ Nylon flag with sewn-on 

stars and stripes on a 10 foot metal pole (8 ½ feet above ground.)  We will typically put the flag up for 

the entire holiday weekend.  We have white caps this year to cover the hole when the flag is removed to 

easily identify the location.  We use Iowa Service One to ensure that flag footings do not interfere with 

any underground utilities and will place a green flag in your yard to indicate the approximate location 

for the flag shortly after receiving your order to assist Service One.
