We have a DROPPITT trailer in Treynor so cans, plastic, and bottles do not have to be hauled to some other city.  The trailer will be picked up by DROPPITT when it is full.  We estimate that it will take two or three months to fill the trailer.  The American Legion and the Underwood Optimist Club also have access to the trailer for their redeemables. Each group will use a separate set of stickers to put on their containers; therefore, everyone will be credited accordingly for their redeemables.
Each group must pick a sort date and time during their allocated dates.  We prefer to have sorting every two weeks if you expect a large quantity of cans and bottles.  However, several groups have been able to sort after four weeks.  Our schedule has sorting times ending on Saturday.  The Optimist Club meets every Saturday 8:00-9:00 a.m., so we can usually get some members to help on a Saturday at 9:15 a.m.   
The Optimist Club of Treynor loves supporting our local youth organizations with the Can Kennel project.  Since it started in May 1999, over $269,000 has been collected and distributed through August 2025.  This year we are again asking some organizations who are selected for a Can Kennel to also be willing assist the Optimists with putting up or taking down flags.  Please see the information at the bottom to select times that would work for your organization.  We only need 4-5 people to help with flags, teenagers or older.
Only Treynor-based youth-related organizations are eligible for the Can Kennel project.  The Treynor Optimist Board has the final say on who is eligible.  Organizations are eligible for only one time per calendar year (rare exceptions may apply).  We reserve the right to assign a two week or four week period for each group.
Let supporters of your organization know when you will be receiving donated cans & bottles well in advance.  We encourage you to save up cans in advance of your Kennel collection dates for the greatest return.  You are encouraged to do your own publicity.  
Your organization must provide at least 5 workers to sort cans & bottles, at a time suitable for your organization.  If sufficient workers from your group do not help, the Optimist Club may reduce the payout.  Optimist members will help with the set-up and with the actual sorting when they are available.
Latex gloves and large bags are furnished.  We are currently receiving free bags from Home Depot, so please support them. Boxes are available for glass bottle handling.  Please bring 10-20 medium sized cardboard boxes for each sorting if you can.  Wear appropriate weather clothing and shoes.  
Your check can be awarded after DROPPITT has finished processing your redeemables.  We will notify you when it is available. It must be picked up in person at a regular Optimist Club meeting on a Saturday morning (8:00 a.m. – 9:00 a.m.) at the Treynor Community Building or wherever the club is meeting that week.  Visit with an Optimist member for details, sorting procedures, and additional information.
