Report of Recent Club Meeting

   On October 25, the club met for a short meeting and a tour of the WOW TV station in Omaha.  There were eleven members and two guests in attendance.  Dale Willenborg opened the meeting by leading he pledge and Dennis White gave the opening prayer.  Dennis White contributed to the youth Fund in recognition of his 38th wedding anniversary on October 17.

   Dale Willenborg presented a few transparency slides of information, including Census information about the average earnings by education level.

Iowa Ambassadors of Music
   Susan Johnson and Brittni Donahue showed slides and music from trip to Europe as part of the Iowa Ambassadors of Music.    The total group consisted of about 400 youth, comprising a vocal chorus and a band.  The vocal group performed in five concerts.  The band performed in three outdoor concerts, because some of their concerts were rained out.  They left July 3 and traveled to many countries in Europe, including England, France, Switzerland, Austria, Germany, and Lichtenstein.
Angel Food Ministries
   Sharon Dennis spoke to the club about Angel Food Ministries.  It started in 1994 with Pastor Joe.  He wanted to help people that needed food, but found that many people did not want donations, but would accept discounted food items.  He started working with 34 families.  Angel Food Ministries delivered 527,000 boxes of food last month, with each box sufficient for a family of four for a week.
   In June 2006 Salem United Methodist Church became a distribution point for the food boxes.  They now have trucks deliver to Lincoln, Omaha, Spencer, Council Bluffs, and Bellevue, distributing about 250 boxes per month.  30-35 volunteers help with the monthly delivery.  They start unloading the truck at 6:00 a.m.  A second shift starts at 9:00 a.m. to distribute the food.
   A regular box of food is $30 and provides a balanced nutrition meal for a family of four for a week.  A regular Senior box costs $28 and provides ten nutritionally balanced, fully cooked meals that are ready to heat and serve.  

   The food for the program is not limited to people in need.  There are no applications to complete or qualifications to meet.  It is for anyone who likes to buy quality groceries at an excellent value.
